3. Satisfactory completion of the term paper in this class will fulfill the Fulbright College writing requirement.  The 

graded paper must be submitted with a completed form to the music office. 

4. Prerequisites for enrollment in MUAP 310V if desired include completing 4 semesters of MUAP 110V/210V 

with a grade of "A" or "B", passing the Junior Barrier (generally taken at the end of the sophomore year) and 

performing twice at Wednesday Recital Hour.
